On November 15, 2005 two M-101T light turboprops were handed over to Ulyanovsk and Buguruslan Civil Aviation Academies at the facility of JSC Nizhny Novgorod Aircraft Building Plant Sokol. Marketing of general aviation aircraft by the originally defense enterprise manufacturing MiG-family aircraft and Yak-130 combat trainer is a landmark for national aviation industry in the Post-soviet period, a result of efforts of designers, technologists, workers, specialists and the management, opening another stage in the NAZ Sokol practice. 

M-101T (designed by FSUE V.M. Myasischev Experimental Machine-Building Plant) is the first Russian multi-role aircraft certified to meet international standards.
All the activities on M-101T creation were financed from non-government sources.

Mr. A.M. Roganov, the First Vice-Principal for Flight Training, Ulyanovsk Academy, thanked the staff and the management of NAZ Sokol and expressed the customers' overall opinion: "We have long waited for the aircraft fleet update.
